-Whitney continues to manage the stand. Sarah helps with ordering and handing the cash. Currently paying the $15 hourly rate to Whitney for her work. She agreed to continue with stand help next year. 

-The cheese dispenser in the concession stand broke unexpectedly. A new one was purchased for $200- and it included a case of cheese. Old machine lasted 10 years. 

-A Sam’s Club business membership was purchased on behalf of the Booster Club- along with applying for a club credit card. This will alleviate confusion in reimbursing purchases for the concession stand. It also allows for cleaner record keeping, taxes, and ease of use. Membership cost $50.

President’s Report
-Taft PTA reached out to us because they had a surplus of Kennedy licensed blankets that they had purchased to sell as part of a fundraiser at an event. Booster Club purchased 25 blankets at $16 each (totaling $400). Will sell at football/ other sporting events. Agreed to sell for $25 each.

-Still haven’t had volunteers to be ‘Kenny’ mascot since the Student Government requested the use of the mascot costume in the fall. Still open to letting other groups within the school manage that if desired. 

AD Report
-Coaching is currently fully staffed and sports are going into the post-season soon with several qualifiers all this week. Playoffs mode til mid-March

-Spring sports will be starting soon (last week of February)
